The district has developed a comprehensive assessment program to 
determine the extent to which students are developing their academic 
skills.

Content Expectations (GLCE) developed by the Michigan Department 
of Education.

The following were the Middle School improvement goals for the 2010-
2011 school year: 
 

• 90% of students in grades 5-8 will perform Proficient or 
Advanced on the Reading MEAP test. 

• 85% of students in grades 5-8 will perform Proficient or 
Advanced on the local writing assessments. 

• Students in grades 5-8 will increase their fraction proficiency by 
5% on the Math MEAP test. 

• 90% of all Middle School Students will perform at Proficient or 
Highly Proficient levels on local scientific assessments 

• 85% of 6th and 7th students will perform at proficient or highly 
proficient level on geography local assessments and 85% of 5th 
and 8th students will perform at proficient or highly proficient 
level general social studies or history on the MEAP. 

 
This annual report is a salute to our schools and programs, as well as 
to our students and staff. It is a reflection of our commitment to 
setting high academic standards for our students and then designing 
conditions within the classrooms and schools where all students can be 
successful. With a combination of commitment, care, vision, direction 
and common sense, we will effectively prepare our students to become 
contributing, productive citizens.
